I.  Counter‑preparatory fire in BLUEFOR TAA (fire boxes by DAG).


II. Fire interdiction as BLUEFOR advances in battalion column until passing LD (barrage fires by DAG).


III.  Fire to repel enemy attack after BLUEFOR passes LD and continues to enemy's first security zone (barrage fires by DAG/RAG).


IV.  Fire support of defending troops (fire boxes and standing barrier fire to disrupt BLUEFOR attack).


V.  Fire destruction of BLUEFOR counter‑attacking force (fire boxes, barrage fires by all systems).

9.  Obstacles.

10. Reserve positions and routes with commitment timelines.

11. Anti‑tank weapons and firing positions.

12. Maneuver timelines.

13. Chemical strikes.

14. Fire sacks.
