	Commander’s Intent is to conduct aggressive reconnaissance and counter-reconnaissance (COLTs, CAV, Scouts, etc.) as far forward as possible to give the BCT early warning and allow long range fires on the enemy.





             Method: 1 BCT conducts reconnaissance and counter reconnaissance with R&S assets to observe NAI’s IAW the R&S Matrix, to identify and destroy enemy recon in the BCT zone, and to find the CRPs, FSEs, and AGMB. The effort will be divided into three areas: B-14 CAV will establish a security zone out to PL PHOENIX,  in 2-34’s zone, NET then LD-3 to find and destroy the DIV and REGT recon. TF 1-16 and TF 2-34 will secure their sectors out to PL TUCSON NET LD-2 with a minimum of 2 Co teams ea. Each TF will be in position early to facilitate the BCT’s movement forward, destroy the enemies eyes and protect our artillery. 





             Endstate: Success for this operation is destruction of Division and Regimental Recon by security zone forces, the artillery protected, observation of all NAIs, and the FSEs located.

                (1)  Scheme of Maneuver:  Two successive phases, the first consists of ground insertions of BCT COLTS. The second phase is the CAV’s establishment of a security zone out to PL PHOENIX at LD-3 and the TFs securing out to PL TUCSON, with a minimum of two CO/TMs each, at LD-2.
